Project Description | Pittsburgh’s Tang Soo Do Karate Club

1. All pages must return an error if member has not logged in, and must refer them to the login page (login.php)

Member Site:

In the Members only section (when a user logs in as a member and not administrator – is listed in database under tblMember), users must have the functionality to upload a picture.

· All pictures must have a .gif or .jpeg extension, all other file extensions must return an error message to the user.

· Once picture is uploaded, picture must be displayed in the members profile – both viewed in view my profile page (viewMYprofile.php and viewprofile.php)

Administrator Site:

In the Administrators only section (when a user logs in as an administrator and not a member – listed in database under tblMember) the following functionality must be fixed since there are a number of errors:

· On the administrator page (link found in left toolbar) Add An Expense page (add_expense.php) must be corrected meaning:

· Users must fill out every part of the form upon submission. If not all information is entered in correctly or is blank, then an error highlighting the certain part of the form where the error is occurring must be displayed with the original form and the user’s input.

· In the category section of the form users must pick one of the categories OR type in a new category in the ‘other’ field. If no selections are made and no input is in the other field an error be displayed like the one described above.  If both a category is chosen and input is in the other field an error must be displayed as described above.  Other must have input if no category is chosen, and a category must be chosen if other has no input.  

· Once submitting the form to the database, fields must be updated to tblExpense and if a new category was submitted in the field ‘other’, then the tblCategory must be updated as well.  

· On the administrator page (Edit an Expense) must be created. Current edit_select.php is supposed to display the expense titles from the database in tblExpense, however there are a number of session errors.  Once the user selects an expense title, that appropriate expense must be displayed within the same form as its submission (the same form as in add_expense.php).  All information about the expense should be in the form as input ready for the user to make any changes. Once the user makes changes, upon submission all changes should be updated in tblExpense and tblCategory.

1. The second functionality that must be added to the administrator site (admin.php) must be an Enter Dues functionality, which allows only administrators to enter dues for members of the club.  Link must be displayed in admin.php

· In a form, the administrator enters the member’s name, amount paid, starting month, ending month, and an paid in full option which checks if a member pays the full amount. (This is done so that students or families who can’t pay the full amount can still be considered up to date with their membership.) If the amount is the right amount for the rank of the individual, then the system automatically credits them as paid in full. If not paid in full and paid in full checkbox is not checked, display an error Dues are as follows:

i. 10th Gup – 7th Gup - $35/ month

ii. 6th Gup – 4th Gup - $30/ month

iii. 3rd Gup – All Dans $25/month 

Member ranks are in the database, under tblMember and tblMemberRank and tblRank.

All errors on this form when submitted must be displayed in this form: form must be redisplayed with error fields highlighted in red, and the information that the user submitted must be in the fields.  They must be able to resubmit it as many times as possible if errors keep displaying. 

Errors are as follows:

· Member name: must be selected from a pull down menu where names are retrieved from database in tblMember.  If no name is selected display error.

· Amount Paid: must allow all numbers, then one period, then only 2 decimal places of numbers only.  Amount must be equivalent to their member rate multiplied by the number of months they wish to pay for.  If amount is more or less than the appropriate month display error if paid in full is not checked.  If paid in full is checked and amount is less, do not display error.

· Starting month:  must make sure that user picks a month right after the month they have already paid for. For example, if they have previously paid for months December 2003 – February 2004, starting month MUST begin at the following month, March 2004. Months must also be valid numeric dates (2 digit months, 2 digit days, and 4 digit years).

· Ending month: date must be valid, as stated above, a date that is after the starting month.  Users cannot pay for more than 12 months at a time.  Display an error if users enter a date that equates to more than 12 months.

     When correctly entered, information must be updated into tables.  Tables in   

     database must be created to perform this functionality correctly.  Tables must also  

           be able to function with the other existing tables in the database.

2. Administrator site (admin.php) Financial report functionality must be added and link must be displayed in admin.php

· The final element of the financial records functionality is a simple financial report. In this case, the system needs to report only two things ‚ first, a sum of expenses year to date (YTD), sum of dues YTD and the difference between the two. The second is a list of members who are not up-to-date on their monthly dues. The list should contain the memberís name (first and last) and the number of months of dues owed.
